Summer Nights

next to an open window, the night air is filled with summer sounds. Some of those sounds might
bring back memories of the days when you were younger, running around with your mason jar
catching lightning bugs.

You may hear the distant sound of the Whgmor-will or the constant calls of tree frogs. The
bull frogsé 0jug o rumé can be heard near pond
water. Crickets rub their wings together producing a chirping sound. Depending on the tempera-
ture, these insects will chirp at faster or slower rates. If you add 40 to the number of chirps pro-
duced in 15 seconds you can estimate the air temperature in degrees Fahrenheit! The katydids,
which we can also be heard at night, are relatives of the crickets. They live in forests, high up in
trees where they eat | eaves. Their sound is

What 6s I n the Night Sky Toni ght

There is no better time to go outside and look at the stars than a warm summer night. In the
last newsletter we introduced you to the circumpolar constellations that are visible during all
seasons and with Orion, a very popular winter constellation. Now that six months have gone by,
you will be introduced to some of the lesser known summer constellations.
In order to find these constellations go outside on a clear night sky and look north to find the
Big Dipper. Once you locate this easy to see constellation, look for the two stars that make up the
back of the bowl. Then draw an imaginary line that goes through the bottom left star (Phecda) up to
the top left star (Megrez) and continue highe
the middle of three bright stars. (Hint: 1f vy
Milky Way). Congratulations, you have found the Summer Triangle. This constellation of three stars
can be seen almost directly overhead in the early evening during the summer months and continues
to be visible until early November. The name of the three stars visible are Altair, Deneb, and Vega.
The Summer Triangle is called an asterism, a constellation that is seen using parts of other
constellations.
The first star closest to the Big Dipper but faintest of all three is Deneb, found in the

Which brings us to the next star of Vega, the brightest of the three stars, found in the
constellation of Lyra. Lyra is said to be a lyre, a musical instrument used by the Ancient Greeks that
was strummed similar to a guitar. As mentioned above the lyre was placed in the sky to show
respect for the great musician Orpheus after his death.

Finally we come to the star of Altair. Altair is found within Aquila, the eagle. Aquila was used to
carry and retrieve the thunderbolts that Zeus threw when he was angry.

These three constellations are visible with the naked eye and can be found easily as long as there
is a clear viewHappy sky watching!
